ARLINGTON — Since completing the Interstate 30 traffic shifts last week, the Texas Department of 

Transportation (TxDOT) will maintain the three lanes in each direction - not only for the Texas 

Rangers’ opening day but throughout the season.  TxDOT and the city of Arlington have worked 

closely to provide as much access as possible for all of the visitors to the entertainment district, and it 

is now available at the new project website www.keep30moving.org. 

 

The new I-30 project website, www.keep30moving.org, highlights daily project status such as all of the 

I-30 westbound access ramps are open.  The I-30 eastbound access ramps are open except the I-30 

exit to Ballpark Way, and the Nolan Ryan Expressway and Collins Street entrance ramps to I-30 are 

closed.  To improve eastbound I-30 access after the game, the city of Arlington will provide motorists 

two lanes onto I-30 from the Convention Center/Ballpark Way ramps.
